Draft of a manifest for collective poetic action



Is there any need for surrealism today, in the triturating chaos 
of political, social and economic illusions? The answer is yes, 
and more so than ever. 
We take seriously the shining words that have been cut 46 
years ago in the tomb of André Breton: I seek the gold of time. 
This gold has no age and it has nothing to do with any market. 
Our searches are similar.  
In the field of morality, aesthetics, art and literature 
(seemingly studied in art academies and universities), we do 
not accept the concept of beauty, because this would force us 
to reply to the question: What it is beauty? We prefer to 
express very different sensitivities, inherent to the reasons that 
lead to creating works of art. 
We are not afraid to be coarse when expressing ourselves in 
visual or written poetry, we rather want to shock the public 
with the power of freedom by our poetic action and by our 
poetry. Freedom, this propulsion motor of life, allows us to 
celebrate the fullness of human existence, by unifying the 
telluric forces that will destroy the logos. A thing like logic 
seems rather strange to us today. 
We therefore poeticize life using our dreams: a good use of 
dreams permits a new way of thought to be born and not to 
surrender to false appearances. 
It is our main intention to conquer new geographies and full 
human lives in the cracks of reality, through literature and art. 
We propose a complete metamorphosis of external reality 
with the simple intent (that has nothing to do with inertia) to 
bring about the inner revolution of all poets, through 
collective poetic action via surrealism.
